Meeting for Worship with Attention to Business Summary of Eleventh Month
Eleventh Month 9, 2008
Opening Worship

14 in attendance for Monthly Meeting for Business, with Ken Bordwell clerking.

Minutes from Tenth Month, 2008 were approved with a great many changes.  In the future, minutes will be distributed via email long before the next meeting for business to avoid these copious changes. 

Treasurer’s report :

Mary Anne Curtiss reporting- Update on capital campaign.  As of today, we have approximately $19,000 in the bank, and we have $3,000 in pledges and $10,000 in loans. By December 1st, we will need to pay out approximately $21,000.  Mary Anne hopes to raise $2,000 additional in the next three weeks to avoid cashing in the CD from the loan proceeds.  We will also need to raise an additional $10,000 before April.

Draft 2009 budget is in process.  Mary Anne will email draft budgets out by the end of the day on Tuesday.  Eric Wolff is withholding his proposal to increase the budget for the contribution to FCC.  In the future, Eugenia Mills suggested that the Stewardship Committee and the Treasurer work together in drafting the budget.

As of the end of October, income is at 63% of budget, but fortunately, expenses, including gas and electric, are below budget due to Duke Energy over estimating our usage in the past.  Mary Anne noted a discrepancy in the building reserve fund and will work with Betty Waite to resolve that issue.  She also commented on the increase of $70 in Treasurer’s expenses due to a bounced check whose charges were reimbursed by check writer . The water bill was discussed as well.  Treasurer’s report accepted with appreciation.

Items from the Clerk’s table:

Update on furnace installation- Eric reported that the electric and the utility pole projects are complete.  The upstairs furnace work can be completed in the next three weeks, with the basement furnace and the asbestos work being slated for completion in April.  Eileen Bagus expressed appreciation for the work of the House and Grounds and Stewardship in paving the way for borrowed funds to be used to keep the construction projects moving along.

Organ donation opportunity-Ken pointed out brochures demonstrating the need for organ donations, and hoped to encourage Friends to consider committing to this endeavor.

Request was received from the OVYM Teen Committee for assistance in funding the teen trip to Alaska.  One child from our meeting is considering attending.  Lisa Cayard noted that the child attending could request funds from the Cannon Fund.  More specific information will be requested.

FUN- Eric Wolff reported.  Lots of honeysuckle was pulled up over the last few weeks, trees are being taken care of.  The composting toilet was repaired.

House and grounds-Eric Wolff reported.  See attached report.  Much was  reported during the update of the capital campaign.

Ministry and Counsel-Frank Huss reported.  See attached notes.  The committee feels the need for more deeper spiritual nurturing. 

Newsletter-Deborah Jordan reported, asking for article submissions. 

Peace and Social Concerns-Mary Anne reported.  A banquet awards meeting was held to celebrate the collaborative process.  The next meeting will celebrate the election.

Religious Development-Deborah Jordan reported.  Play practice begins next week.  Conscientious Objection discussion will be held next Sunday during the teen meeting for worship.  It was noted that the next meeting for business is the same day as the Children’s Play.  A discussion ensued, resulting in consensus to have the business meeting as planned, after the play, with perhaps a slightly shortened agenda, focused on the furnace installation and the 2009 budget.

The camp will take place from July 12th to 28th, 2009. Current planning has approximately nine youth attending from the Yearly Meeting.  Two from our meeting, Dylan Cahalan and Adam Funck, have applied. 

The Spirit Camp is a unique, 2-week wilderness experience designed to strengthen our teens’ leadership abilities and their commitment to both Quakerism and sustainability. The remote beauty of the Alaskan wilderness provides a great container to deepen spirituality and to develop connections with the surrounding environment. A goal is also to build a sense of community among Yearly Meeting youth.

This sounds like a most worthwhile effort, and members of our meeting are being asked to provide moral and mentoring support to those youth planning to attend, plus financial support, where possible, to either the individual attendees or to the Yearly Meeting Teen Committee.  I will be requesting that the Monthly Meeting provide a financial contribution to the effort at the Monthly Meeting for Business on January 11th. Members of the meeting may want to consider what else they may be able to contribute to this effort.
